Vicky had been a stalwart supporter for many years – initially in her capacity as assistant secretary to Elaine Doel, then in the role of Chairman and latterly as an advisory member to the club.   Vicky had battled against ill health for many years refusing to be ground down by her condition and it was heartening to see so many members past and present who attended the funeral service in celebration of her life.  She will be sorely missed and the JRC has made a donation in her memory to Jersey Hospice Care.

During May, some of our members competed in the UK at the Hickstead South East Dressage Championships (for which they qualified at JRC events last year). Despite heavy rainfall and going more reminiscent of the hunting field, all our qualified riders turned up to compete in the Dressage to Music event.
